Reading Journals: The Great Gatsby
During our reading of The Great Gatsby, you are to keep a reading journal in your notebook. This is crucial to our exploration of this novel. The requirements for the reading journal are as follows:

· You should compose one journal entry for every reading selection assigned.

· I will be checking journal entries each day that they are due during class. Do not forget your notebook!!!
· Do not write notes that you need on the same page or the back of the page on which your journal entry appears. I may ask you to tear out your journal entry so I may collect it.
· Each entry should be at least one full handwritten page in length. If you type your entries, you will not receive credit for the assignment.
· The entries should be written in complete sentences and paragraphs, not bullet points.

· Keep journal entries in your notebook titled. Use a highlighter on the titles of your entries so I can find them quickly.

· Do NOT summarize the plot in your journals. If you read, it will show on your reading check quizzes. 

· Instead, DO any combination of the following: 
· Give your thoughts and feelings on what you have read.

· Discuss a part you found interesting and tell me why it was interesting.

· How did reading these chapters make you feel? Why?

· Were there any things in the chapters that you felt were significant or symbolic? What were they, and what do you think they mean?

· Respond to a quote or series of quotes from the chapters.

· Make predictions on what may happen next.

· Do you like what you are reading? Why or why not?

· What questions do you have about your reading? Is there anything that you didn’t understand?

· What characters do you sympathize with? Why?
