*PEER MINISTRY ICE BREAKERS 2008-2009*
Favorite T-Shirt
A week in advance, tell girls to bring in their favorite t-shirt (Do Not Wear it!).  Each member shows her t-shirt to the group and explains it’s details, where she got it from, and it’s significance. Girls should focus on how this t-shirt fits her personality. Group may then discuss commonalities and differences.
*Getting to know each other
*Similarities/Differences

Photo Collage
A week in advance, tell girls to bring in photos of themselves that they will not receive back. Take a piece of poster-board and begin to compile a photo collage of your group. Fun quotes, decorations, group/homeroom name can all be included. Work together as a group to create a final product that shows group unity.
*Group Unity

Describe Ideal Vacation
One by one, group members describe their ideal vacation. They should be sure to include location, time of year, length of trip, and activities involved. Girls should then explain why this is their ideal vacation.
(i.e. Colorado in December because I love to ski –or- Aruba in June because I love the beach and hot weather)
*Individual differences/similarities

When’s your birthday?
Without any direction from the leader, girls should line up/sit in a circle in order of birthday (e.g. oldest-youngest). Girls will be forced to talk to one another to determine where they fall within the group. 
*Open Communication
**Can also be completed based on shoe size, alphabetical order of middle name, alphabetical order of town, etc.

“And Then”
Leader begins this activity by creating a sentence and ending it with “and then…”:
For example, “I was going to the mall on Friday, and then…”
The next girl in the circle picks up the sentence and completes it. She ends her sentence with, “and then…” and the next girl picks it up until you have gone through the whole group and/or the story has concluded.

IHA Trivia
Group Leader develops a list of questions about IHA that all Freshmen should know by the end of the year. (These may seem like common sense, but some people may not know the answers just yet)
For example: “What is the principal’s name”
		 “What are the academic honor societies?”
		“What are the winter sports?”
Group members can volunteer answers or questions can be written out and placed in the center and each group member randomly chooses a question and answers it herself.

Quote-Tastic
Tell each group member, a week in advance, to bring in a copy of her favorite quote (music, poetry, movie, etc.). Have each girl read her quote, tell the origin, and explain why it is her favorite. 
*Further Expansion of this Activity:
· Compile all quotes on paper/posterboard  and display
· Do this activity once every few months and have a different theme (e.g. inspirational, love, friendship, etc.)
· Create a quote book from the group
· Create posters for each theme
Be Creative!



What’s your number?
Number separate, small pieces of paper from 1 – total number of group members (4-6) and include yourself. Fold up so no one can read the number. Place papers in center of circle and each girl takes a piece. Based on the chosen number, each girl lists that many things about herself: 
e.g. “3”: “I like to watch Gossip Girl”
		“I have 2 fish and a dog”
			“My favorite store is Abercrombie”
*Creativity! You can have a theme –or- eliminate things that girls can list! For example, don’t mention anything about your family (we already know how many brothers and sisters you have) or Based on the number, list your favorite things about ____.

Color Thoughts
2 Ways to Run This Icebreaker:
1. Give each girl a small piece of paper. Say a color, e.g. “Blue.” Tell each girl to write down the first thing that comes to mind when she hears that color. Discuss as a group.
2. Write down different colors on paper and have each girl select one from the center of the circle. She then tells the group her color and what comes to mind when she thinks of it.

Question Ping-Pong
Leader begins by asking a girl a question. The girl does not respond, but rather turns to another group member and asks her a question. (You can decide if you want them to go around the circle or randomly ask each other, but make sure that EVERYONE has a chance to be asked/ask someone else). The game continues until someone accidentally answers the question. She is eliminated and the game re-starts until only 1 person is left or time runs outs.
Example: “Lisa, why is the sky blue?” (Lisa then turns to Maggie) “Maggie, Why are your shoes brown?”

Famous people/cities 
As each participant arrives, tape a 3 x 5 index card on their back with the name of a famous person or city. They must circulate within the group and ask questions that can ONLY be answered with a YES or NO to identify clues that will help them find out the name of the person or city on their index card. EXAMPLES: Paris, Madonna, Santa Claus, Florida, etc.
