INTRO  TO  GRAPHING  WITH  THE  CALCULATOR
Before graphing we need to follow these quick steps:

1.  Set the window.

     The Window is an important tool.  Like looking through a microscope,
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     you can change what part of the graph you want to look at.

a. Press Window.  You want the window  
to look as follows.

     b.  If you do not see this, press Zoom.  Now select 6:ZStandard.  If you 

          check your Window it should now look like above.

2.  Check to see that your calculator is formatted for our needs.

     There are many different options for graphing.  For today we want the

     following:

a. Press Format, located as the 2nd  Zoom function.
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It should look as follows:  
b. If your screen does not look the same as this, you can change it by    

using your arrow keys, and pressing Enter to highlight the right words.

3.  Check Mode settings.

     a.  Press Mode.  The current  settings are highlighted.  For graphing,
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          the Mode settings should be as follows: 
     b.  If your screen does not look the same as this, refer to “b” above.
4.  Press  Y =    .  This should bring up the following screen:
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Notice nothing is highlighted.  If you have any of the PLOT words high-lighted, use your arrow keys to get your cursor on the word and hit ENTER
to deselect.
Now you are ready to type in linear equations in slope-intercept form and press  GRAPH.
