     PARAGRAPH FORMAT ON LOOSE LEAF PAPER.
1. Discuss the nature of Christian hope. On what do we base this hope? Why is courage necessary in order to be hopeful? How are Christians empowered to be healers? Use quotes from the Bible and the Catechism to support your answer.

2. Discuss the current teachings of the Catholic Church about the dignity of every      

      human life. Include the Church’s positions about respecting life at all levels from 
      conception to natural death. What does “death with dignity” mean for Catholics. Be 
      sure to include references from Church documents to support your answer. 

3. We have discussed suffering in many chapters throughout the course. What do we believe about God and suffering? What does Jesus’ Paschal Mystery have to do with how Christians view suffering? How can suffering make us deeper, richer, fuller human beings?  How is suffering redemptive for Christians? 

4. In his essay, “Where I Lived and What I Lived For,” Henry David Thoreau wrote, “ I went to the woods because I wished to live deliberately, face the essential facts of life, and see if I could not learn what it had to teach, and not, when I came to die, discover that I had not lived.” What do you think he meant by the phrase, “to live deliberately”? Discuss the difference between merely existing and living fully alive. 
5. Discuss the Catholic theology of Resurrection. Why is this theology central for all
      Christians? How are resurrection and redemption related? How are the seven      

      sacraments a reflection of this theology?  Could you describe the theology of   

      Resurrection as an existentialist philosophy?  How does Jesus’ Resurrection shape          
      the Christian response to death?
