ESSAYS:  Answer any two of the following essays on loose leaf.

1. From among the twelve life-skills of loving, select the three that are the most important to you. In an essay,          discuss why you believe these three are the most important in order to develop a healthy, successful adult           life regardless of lifestyle or career?

2. In an essay, discuss the human longings deep within every woman and man expressed in the poem "For                Every Woman" by Nancy R. Smith.

3. Single adulthood can, in some ways, be a more challenging lifestyle than either marriage or religious life.  In        an essay, discuss some of the personal, financial, emotional, and spiritual levels that are necessary to make         this lifestyle rewarding and fulfilling.

4. Discuss the mystery of suffering as detailed in our text. Use the following questions to guide the contents of        your essay: Why does God allow suffering? What is the biblical response to suffering?, How did Jesus               respond to those who are suffering?, How can grief contain blessings?, What is the meaning of suffering             for Christians?, How can suffering and loss have a positive impact on living life fully alive?
