Defining Sexuality and Catholic Teaching
IDENTIFICATION:  chastity, Theology of the Body, sexual orientation, sexual behavior, unity of body and soul, social standard, basic moral norms, personal moral conviction/sexual values
Areas of focus:

1.  Human beings are made in the image and likeness of God.  How does this statement relate to Catholic teaching on:

*Sacredness of the gift of sexuality (relates to the idea of unity of body and soul/wholeness);


*sexual expression within marriage reflecting God’s love
2.  Describe Catholic teaching on homosexual orientation and homosexual activity. (Sex and the Teenager pp 87-89)
3.  Identify reasons that sexual activity before marriage or outside of the permanent commitment of marriage can destroy rather than strengthen a relationship. 
4.  Risks of sexual activity for teens (Summarized in Sex and the Teenager pp 63-65)

5.  Identify three levels of motivation in decision-making:  Child, Pressure, Adult
6.  Describe human relationships represented by the L.I.F.E. model.

NOTE:  There will be a written answer from the Sexuality Unit including:
*explaining Catholic Teaching on sexuality and its expression;

*and applying Catholic teaching to a specific issue (abortion, contraception, homosexual activity, or sexual expression outside of the permanent of marriage)
STDs
1.  Causes of STDS (Parasite, Virus, Bacteria), how are these treated? Know which STDs fit into each category/cause.
2.  Possible long-term effects of STDs (in general, not for each specific STD).
3.  Most effective way to prevent STDs.
4.  Various ways STDs can be transmitted. 
Pregnancy, Abortion and Contraception
IDENTIFY: spontaneous abortion, induced abortion, contraception
1.  What are the four factors to consider in making a decision about dealing with pregnancy (Sex & the Teenager, p.42)?
3.  According to Catholic teaching, who is affected by the act of abortion?
4.  Catholic teaching says that Abortion is a moral evil:

Discuss the difference between morally right and legally right.

On what is the legal right based?


On what is the teaching that abortion represents a moral evil based?
5.  How can the Sacrament of Reconciliation be essential in dealing with all of the consequences of abortion for an individual and for society?

6.  CONTRACEPTION:


A.  Catholic teaching is that all methods of contraception (birth control) are “intrinsically evil.”  Relate this teaching to 


*the act of sexual intercourse reflecting God’s love


*impact of contraception on the sexual experience

*danger contraception poses to intimate relationship


B.  Describe the general methods of birth control (chemical, barrier, surgical, etc.) and give an example of each.  According to our class discussion and presented material, do these methods represent “SAFE “ or “PROTECTED” SEX?
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
