

What can I do every day?

1.  Complete all homework as assigned;

2. Read and Highlight before even looking at the definitions/review questions

3. Make sure you understand the QUESTIONS before answering and try to answer in your own words; or explain to yourself the textbook answer you find.

4. Review vocabulary regularly and USE it when you participate in class

What should I do to study for tests and quizzes?

1. As soon as a quiz/test is announced go to the HOMEWORK page of my website

2. Print out your section’s assignments; this is your study guide

3. Go through your homework and print out all assignments with class notes and corrections you have made as we reviewed it in class.  Check these off on your assignments sheet to be sure you have collected all material for a unit or section

4. Print all Outlines from teacher presented webs (SmartIdeas)
5. Print all class generated charts, lists and notes.

6. Put all of these in a binder – each chapter should be separated by section so that all materials are collected when you get to midterms/finals(
7. Study from your binder – highlight key facts, write questions in margins if you don’t understand a concept

8. After studying the material, try to come up with your own true/false or multiple choice questions.  If you can develop a question and answer for a topic, you have most likely learned the material.
9. If you are having trouble with the explanations – try studying OUT LOUD.  Hearing your own voice or trying to explain it to someone else (even pets!) can help you remember material and make connections between topics that we have discussed in class.
10. Bring your questions to class the day BEFORE the quiz or test; also check for any new information that has been added since you began to collect your material; check for study guides or questions for the written portion of the test that may have been given ahead of time.
