Format
The junior final exam for English III is comprised of the following sections:

· Vocabulary, Units 16 to 30 (35 questions)

· Author Matching (9 questions)

· Multiple Choice (divided between literary terms, general content, The Great Gatsby, The Crucible, and writing) (96 questions)

· Critical Reading (10 questions)

· Essay (choose one of the two prompts)

Questions 1 to 150 are worth ½ point each. The essay question is worth 25 points. This makes for a total of 100 points.

Essay Topics

You will need to answer one of the following essay questions in a 2/4 essay on the exam:
· Option A - According to The Great Gatsby, how has the American Dream changed in the 20th century? In writing this essay, be sure to focus on specific differences between the American Dream portrayed in The Great Gatsby and the American Dream portrayed in earlier American Literature.

· Option B – How does John Proctor function as a tragic hero within The Crucible? In other words, how does who he is, what he does, and what he goes through match the typical pattern students of literature associate with tragedy?

 Be sure to be as specific as possible when citing examples to prove your response.
